Alastair Millar is well known internationally among paediatric surgeons. He was born in Johannesburg, South Africa, qualified at The University of Cape Town in 1972, and first had training in paediatrics at Groote Schuur and Red Cross Children’s Hospitals. He continued with further specialist training in paediatric surgery at the Royal Children’s Hospital, Melbourne, Australia.

Increasingly focusing on liver surgery and transplantation, Professor Millar gained further experience in transplantation at the University Department of Surgery of Addenbrookes’ Hospital, Cambridge, UK. From 2001-2004, he was appointed Honorary Professor of Paediatric Transplantation at the University of Birmingham, U.K.

He pioneered Paediatric Liver Transplantation at Red Cross Children’s Hospital, Cape Town, South Africa. The 1st pediatric liver transplant was done in 1987 with 78 transplants to date.

He has extensive research and clinical experience in neonatal surgery, trauma, oncology, transplantation (liver, renal and intestine), and laparoscopic surgery. He has received number of scientific awards, is a member of several international scientific societies and surgical associations, and has been Visiting Professor in countries all around the world.

Professor Millar is currently Assistant Secretary of the World Federation of Associations of Paediatric Surgeons. He is on the Editorial Board of the Journal of Pediatric Surgery and Pediatric Surgery International.

He has more than 150 publications in peer-reviewed journals and 16 Chapters in major textbooks. He is married to Sue, and has 3 children, James 28, Christopher 25, and Francesca 21.

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IMRE PILASZANOVICH

(1911-1990)

IMRE PILASZANOVICH’s name and activities are well known in many European countries. In Pécs, he has become a legend. „Uncle Pila” as everybody called him, not only treated thousands of sick children, but also contributed greatly to the development of paediatric surgery in Hungary.

Dr. Imre Pilaszanovich was born on May 4th, 1911. He graduated from the Medical School of Innsbruck, Austria. He was a resident and later senior resident in surgery at the General Hospital in Zagreb, Croatia, from 1935 to 1941. He continued his work at the Surgical Department of the Medical University of Pécs, Hungary ‘till 1947. At the time, paediatric surgery was not an independent specialty. As a general surgeon, he regularly attended and treated the surgical patients of the Department of Paediatrics, where he worked as the head of the Paediatric Surgical Unit until retirement in 1981.
A large number of young paediatric surgeons were trained by him. He was very active in many fields of paediatric surgery, such as anorectal agenesis, neonatal surgery as well as tuberculosis of bones and joints and acute osteomyelitis.

Dr. Pilaszanovich had over 80 publications. He was the president of Paediatric Surgical Section of the Hungarian Association of Surgeons between 1976 and 1979. He received several awards, honours and honorary memberships which all reflect his successful career. He was a close friend of Professor Fritz Rehbein of Bremen, Germany.
He continues to live in the mind of his students, friends and patients. By establishing the “Imre Pilaszanovich Visiting Professorship” his colleagues and friends wish to cherish the memory of this outstanding man.
